They enjoyed it and one

wanted to use it for a bookreport so she has it on her Kindle now. Another wants it added to his so I

am going to do that as soon as I finish thereview. I would say this book is not for very young children

unless you are just showing them the pictures. The informationand background given for the

animals would not be of interest to them. Giving them the idea that these are very largeanimals is



probably enough.I received this book free in exchange for my honest review.
