Hardly one of the splendid Garden District homes is



included, and the alleged "plantations" of New Orleans are such as Burnside, along the river road

and some distance from the city's precincts. Instead of becoming a Christmas gift, as intended, this

tome will be tossed in the trash, unworthy of any current or former New Orleanian. - Ernest Carrere
