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The Temptations were the most commercially successful and critically lauded male vocal group of

the Sixties and early Seventies. Through the years, the group's trademark razor-sharp

choreography, finely tuned harmonies, and compelling vocals made them the exemplars of the

Motown style. This is the frank, revealing story of the legendary supergroup, told by its founder.
