Because yes, Crystal Storm,

despite being one of the most exciting and incredible reads of the year...has a cliffhanger. And one

that will positively drive you batty for the next 12 months!

We pick up right

where we left off in Frozen Tides which was seeing Ashur alive and well. He too is apparently

phoenix bound or took a similar potion because he felt like he couldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t trust his

sister one hundred percent. This book, should you choose to read it, but do read it somewhere

down the line, maybe just before the final book?, is one thatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s filled with many,

many surprises and shocks! Some will thrill you, some will terrify you, and oh god it was just so

freaking awesome!IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m always a little hesitant with fantasies because you never

know how complex the world-building might be. Some series can really pack in those details and

throw thousands of impossible words at you and have a history thatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s pivotal to

know in order to understand the current happenings, but is rarely ever given out in a timely matter.

This is not one of those series. This series has always dealt with all those things in a way that is

easy to understand. True, there are still some foggy areas or itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s my foggy memory

at work when it comes to the more magical side of the history, but things arenÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t

overly complicated here. But at the same time, nothing is ever simple either.There are so many

plans happening in this one too. Our usual cast of characters is still around and it seems they are all

working towards the same goal. Firstly, King Gaius is still kicking, but barely and he wants Magnus

and Cleo to help him find his mother so that she can heal him, help them find Lucia, and to help

Cleo remove a curse that was placed on her mother and also transferred to her during birth, which

is being killed in a painful matter during childbirth. Then we have Lucia who is trying to find a way to

get Kyan back, she killed his host body but not himself and she wants to find a way to stop him once

and for all. Amara is still trying to rule the world and seems to have everyone wrapped around her

little finger. Things are chaotic, but as I might have already said, itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a good

chaotic!It still amazes me that sooo much can happen in these books but I never once feel lost or

overwhelmed. Morgan knows how to keep the main storyline going and tie in



everyoneÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s side adventures and whatnot into the main arc. And if this

endingÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•not the evil cliffhanger partÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•was anything to go by, I think

weÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll be seeing some pretty impossible things in the final book!My emotions were

once again tossed all over the place in this one! IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ve been a big Magnus and Cleo

fan probably since the second or third book. Just when those little tiny hints at something more were

starting but they were both constantly fighting it. And I was thrilled that we saw them finally admit it

to each other and themselves in the previous book. This book has some nice steamy moments

between them, but also tamed as Cleo is possibly cursed to die should she have a child. But then in

what seems the true twist of fate, just as we see this couple start to commit to each other, Fate

throws a few monkey wrenches at them!In another bizarre twist of fate, Jonas ends up helping Lucia

out and trying to get her into the big plan that the group has developed. I admit I expected this to be

a larger part of the story, but really didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t come about until the last quarter or so.

ItÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s tough to say if weÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢re supposed to be seeing something else

happening between these two or if it merely is what it appears to be.Despite being considerably

shorter than its predecessors, a LOT happens in this book! So much so that I feel like I

canÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t touch on enough details to tell you all how exciting and freaking amazing this

book wasÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦despite that cliffhanger ending. This book truly blew me away with all its

stunning happenings and characters that continue to amaze me! I seriously love all these guys!

I have just finished reading this and I have a lot of feelings. Warning, there will be major spoilers for

the first four books in this review. Proceed with caution.The cliffhanger at the end of Frozen Tides

was pretty terrible. I mean, I had expected to find Ashur alive. At least I'd hoped it. And when that

happened, I was overjoyed. With the way everything had played out during the fourth book, I was

pretty much expecting it to happen at some point. And I was completely right about the reason he

returned from the grave. There were other things, however, I was not expecting.Before I'd read the

synopsis of Crystal Storm, I'd expected to see Gaius dead. Clearly, that has not happened. And the

reason for this is brought to light pretty early on in the book.So Gaius comes back basically from the

dead, and he's a new man. Transformed into the man he used to be, remorseful, capable to love.

How strange, right? This is not the Gaius Damora we all know and hate. And yet, even though he is

clearly still an antagonist, I find it hard to hate him as much as I did before. We learn so much more

about him and his relationship with Elena (Cleo's mother), as well as his relationship with his own

mother. Yes, he hardened himself and became pretty evil. But I could almost understand why.And

then, of course, there was the sudden appearance of Taran Ranus, also known as Theon's identical

twin brother. Well that complicates things, now doesn't it? So even though we hardly had Theon in

Falling Kingdoms, it was great to learn a little more backstory on him. And I can't wait to learn even

more about the two of them in the next book.So this book is fairly short. It's only 379 pages long,

which took me merely a day to complete. And unlike the first four books, this one only takes place

over a few weeks at most. The first four books take place over a period of just over a year. And as

usual, we pick up right as we left off. But there was no idle time or time gaps anywhere.I'd honestly

forgotten about what was going on with Lucia at the end of Frozen Tides. I hadn't remembered that

she'd battled with Kyan and ended up in the Sanctuary. Of course, she sets off immediately to find

Timotheus, rightly so. She is driven, now, to protect herself and her child, as well as attempting to

make amends for all the evil things she did while in Kyan's company. And I won't say much, but she

does at least make a small dent in redeeming herself.Kyan, however, is very much changed from

his battle with Lucia. And he has a hidden ability that makes him even more conniving than he was

before.Of course then we have Magnus and Cleo, who I was seriously routing for. Oh, but they

cannot show their affection for each other without upsetting their friends. So while they do have

some heated moments and arguments, they are much subdued. Still, I love watching them argue.

Okay, I really just love Magnus.By the end of the book, I had really begun to care much more for

Lucia again. Let's face it, she was pretty terrible in the last book. But she has so much stuff going on

now. She was my least favorite of the four protagonists, but I'm actually invested in her story again

now. And then we have Jonas and just what???Of course, we don't get to see much of the world



this time. Everyone stays basically in the same place. And it's a place we've been before many

times. I had hoped we would explore more of Mytica or even Kraeshia, but, alas, we did not.So the

end? Oh. My. God.People have not been kidding about the killer. I would not have seen that coming

if I hadn't been slightly spoiled. Between Magnus and the rest of the crew and the kindred, I don't

know how I will survive until the sixth book comes out in December.OverallWhile I whole-heartedly

recommend this series, I think perhaps you should wait on reading Frozen Tides and Crystal Storm

until closer to the release date of the last book.Characters: 5 starsPlot: 5 starsWriting: 4 starsWorld:
