This is a very readable biography of Stephen Hopkins, one of the more interesting passengers on
the Mayflower, but beyond that, it's an account of the earliest days of Plymouth Colony that would
help even the most casual reader understand what really happened and what life was like for the
Pilgrims. Despite its very casual style, it is quite thoroughly referenced to scholarly sources. It's a

fresh, new look at something we all learned in school but probably don’t remember..

Any one who is researching the events surrounding the Mayflower Pilgrims should definitely read
this book. It has so much detail backed by extensive research. The story of Stephen Hopkins starts
in England, where he left his wife and children in search of new land. After being shipwrecked and
stranded for a period of time, the castaways were able to construct two small ships and leave the
Island they were stranded on, and headed for their original destination. When they arrived in
Jamestown they found complete disaster. After helping to do what he could in Jamestown, he
returns to England only to find that his wife had died. This is just the beginning of his adventures.
