The Miniature Guide to Critical Thinking is a fine "primer" or beginning to the study of critical
thinking. The study of critical thinking can be applied to almost any facet of modern day life,
especially those areas that can or must be analyzed. There are more in-depth books on the subject
but for someone interested in exploring a very big subject for a very small price, you can’t go wrong
with this book. A few examples of detailed rational analysis applications would have earned this
book five stars, but | consider that a small drawback. Even if your university curriculum doesn’t
require this small book, you should get it regardless. It will be tremendously helpful in developing

your initial critical thinking skills, and those are skills that can be used every day.
